PETALING JAYA: Malaysia secara rasmi menamatkan tempoh tiga tahun sebagai pengerusi
ASEAN Ministerial Meeting on Social Welfare and Development (AMMSWD) dengan
pencapaian cemerlang dalam memperkukuh agenda pembangunan sosial di rantau ini.

Mesyuarat ke-12 AMMSWD dan siri mesyuarat berkaitan berlangsung selama tiga hari
bermula 26 Ogos secara dalam talian dari Nay Pyi Taw, Myanmar. Delegasi Malaysia
diketual Timbalan Menteri Pembangunan Wanita, Keluarga dan Masyarakat, Noraini
Ahmad.

Malaysia mula memegang tampuk kepengerusian pada 2022 ketika rantau ini masih
berdepan cabaran pemulihan pasca pandemik Covid-19.

"Mamun dalam tempoh tersebut, Malaysia berjaya menerajui pelaksanaan Pelan Kerja
Senior Officials Meeting on Social Welfare and Development (SOMSWD) 2021-2025 serta
merangka pelan kerja baharu bagi tempoh 2026-2030 yang dijangka dimuktamadkan
hujung tahun ini.

Dalam ucapannya, Nancy menyifatkan tempoh kepengerusian Malaysia sebagai satu fasa
penuh kerjasama erat antara negara anggota ASEAN dan rakan strategik serta
menzahirkan penghargaan atas komitmen dan sokongan yang diberikan sepanjang tiga
tahun lalu.

Special panel on bullying to start on Tuesday

The special committee will look into the setting up of an anti-bullying tribunal
and examine hostel rules, says government spokesman Fahmi Fadzil.

The special committee will coordinate government efforts to standardise procedures on dealing with cases of
bullying.

PUTRAJAYA: The Cabinet has agreed to set up a special committee to coordinate efforts
among various ministries to tackle bullying and abuse in schools and educational
institutions, says government spokesman Fahmi Fadzil.

Among its main tasks would be to lock into hostel rules and explore the setting up of an
anti-bullying tribunal.

The special committee will hold its first meeting on Sept 2. Chaired by law and
institutional reform minister Azalina Othman Said, the committee will coordinate efforts
across ministries and agencies to standardise procedures to deal with bullying, especially
after recent changes to the law.

The formation of the committee comes after a spate of widely publicised cases of bullying
in schools, the most prominent being the death of Form 1 student Zara Qairina Mahathir
after allegedly falling from the third floor of her school’s hostel in Papar, Sabah, last month.

Clear elements of bullying, neglect, and sexual harassment were uncovered by the
investigation into her death, home minister Saifuddin Nasution Ismail said last week.

Last year, the number of school bullying cases reported rose by 17% to over 7,600,
prompting Suhakam to label it a “child safety crisis”.

HE government’s special
committee on bullying,
which will convene on
Sept 2, will streamline
standard operating procedures
(SOP) for handling such cases.

Government spokesman Datuk
Fahmi Fadzil said the committee,
chaired by Minister in the Prime
Minister’s Department (Law and
Institutional Reform) Datuk Seri
Azalina Othman Said, was aware
that several parties were drafting
their own guidelines.

“We are aware of the Education

Fahmi: Board to standardise SOP, look into possible tribunal

PUTRAJAYA: The Cabinet has
agreed to set up a Special
Committee on Bullying to coordi-
nate efforts across ministries and
agencies in tackling the issue, says
Communications Minister Datuk
Fahmi Fadzil.

He said the committee, which
will hold its first meeting on Sept
2, will be chaired by Minister in
the Prime Minister's Department
(Law and Institutional Reform)
Datuk Seri Azalina Othman Said.

Fahmi, who is also the govern-
ment spokesperson, said the com-
mittee’s key focuses include
reviewing standard operating
procedures (SOP) for school dor-
mitories and examining Azalina’s
earlier proposal to establish a
dedicated anti-bullying tribunal.

“We know that when an inci-
dent involves criminal elements,
the court process can be lengthy.
So, for certain cases, a tribunal
process might be more suitable.
This will be studied alongside
other SOP.

“In general, this initiative aims
to ensure that all ministries and
agencies move in the same direc-
tion, with aligned efforts and
shared objectives,” he told a press

conference after the weekly
Cabinet meeting yesterday.

Fahmi said the establishment of
the committee was in line with
recent amendments to the Penal
Code and the Communications
and Multimedia Act, Bernama
reported.

“Previously, the Education
Ministry announced a review of
its SOP, and Mara, which oversees
the Mira Junior Science College
(MRSM), has expressed similar
intentions. Through this special

committee, all relevant ministries
and agencies will be coordinated
under one framework,” he said.

Fahmi also cited the implemen-
tation of new provisions under
Sections 507C to 507G of the Penal
Code, which came into effect in
July, as a legislative milestone
requiring SOP updates.

“We want to avoid inconsistent
implementation across institu-
tions. This committee is crucial to
ensure uniformity nationwide,”
he stressed.

The minister confirmed that
representatives from the Attorney
General's Chambers will sit on the
committee, which will span sever-
al ministries, including the

Communications Ministry
through the Malaysian
Communications and Multimedia
Commission.

When asked whether retired
police or military officers recently
deployed to MRSM campuses
would also be assigned to
Education Ministry-run school
dormitories, Fahmi said the mat-
ter would be further discussed by
the committee.

“In my opinion, the initiative

already in place no issue,
and we hope it wiﬂ‘);ieesld positive
outcomes,” he added.

Azalina had earlier announced
that the government is consider-
ing a stand-alone Anti-Bullying
Act, which would include provi-
sions for a tribunal to hear cases
involving students and minors.

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Paedophile ring dismantled

Infant among victims of sexual abuse syndicate, say police

JOHOR BARU: A two-month-old
baby is among five children
believed to have been sexuall
abused by a syndicate here, wi
their images shared among pae-
dophiles on the dark web and on
Telegram

Bukit Aman Criminal
Investigation Department direc-
tor Comm Datuk M. Kumar gﬁ)
said the baby and four other chil-
dren aged five were believed to
have been sold to the syndicate
through social media.

“The syndicate’s modus operan-
di was to offer pregnant mothers
between RM1,500 and RM3,500 to
give their child up for adoption
through an advertisement on
Facebook. They would also cover
the mothers’ medical fees before
taking them to the National
Registration Department (JPN) to
obtain a birth certificate.

“The children were then sexu-

abused to produce
videos and photos that
were uploaded on the
dark web as well as
shared on a Telegram
gmup with subscribers
rom around the world,”
he said at a press confer-
ence at the Johor police ™
headquarters here yesterday.
Comm Kumar said the syndi-
cate was crippled after a month-
long operation following the
arrest of a 29-year-old technician
in Johor Baru, who is believed to
be the main suspect, on July 19.
“We found dozens of sexual vid-
eos and photos of children on the
phone seized from the suspect.
“An operation was then carried
out in Johor Baru, Selangor and
Penang between July 19 and Aug
19 leading to the arrest of 10 oth-

“'n\e suspects include two locals
and eight foreigners, aged
between 25 and 60, with some of
the foreign suspects believed to

have acted as caretakers
of the children,” he said.

Comm Kumar added
that the operation, code-
named Ops Pedo, also
received support from an
international agency.

He said among the
items seized in the opera-
tion were birth certificates, preg-
nancy record bjoks, MyKads

mc other individuals,
JPN forms.

“Funher checks on the docu-
ments seized also revealed that
the main suspect was named as
the father of some of the rescued
children.

“We also learnt that, apart from
the five children rescued, another
victim, a one-year-old baby boy,
was believed to have been sold to
a family that had legally adopted
him,” Comm Kumar said, adding
that police are still identifying the
mothers of the rescued children.

He said investigations also
revealed that three other chil-

dren, aged between five and
seven, had been sexually abused
and recorded by the syndicate.

“They targeted children left
alone in their nei urhood.

“Upon identifying their targets,
they would force them to perform
sexual acts and record them
before leaving.”

Comm Kumar said the case is
being investigated under Sections
5, 14(a) and 14(d) of the Sexual
Offences Against Children Act
2017.

He added that four of the sus-
pects are also being investigated
under Section 6(1)(c) of the
Immigration Act 1959/63 for
residing in Malaysia without valid
documents, while one is being
investigated under Section 36(1)
(i) of the Births and Deaths
Registration Act 1957 (Act 299) for
using the birth certificate of a
deceased person.

“Five of the suspects arrested
were released after being made
prosecution witnesses,” he added.
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PROBE LEADS TO 10 OTHER ARRESTS

Suspected paedophile held, 5 children rescued in Johor

KUALA LUMPUR: Police arrested a
29-year-old man in Taman Sci-
entex, Pasir Gudang, last month
on suspicion of raping, sodomis-
ing and sexually assaulting five
children as young as 2 months
old.

Videos and pictures of the abuse
were said to have been circulated
on the dark web and via Telegram,
leading to the arrests of 10 other
people.

Three girls and two boys, aged
between 2 months and 5 years,
were rescued from his house
during Op Pedo between July 19
and Aug 19,

The children are now under the
care of the state Welfare Depart-
ment, while investigations are
underway to locate their biolog-
ical parents.

Federal Criminal Investigation
Department director Datuk M.
Kumar said the children were be-
lieved to have been sold to the
suspect, who had advertised on
Facebook that he was looking for
single mothers willing to give up
their babies for adoption.

He did not rule out that the
suspect also fathered one of the
children, after hundreds of child
sexual abuse material recordings,

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which included him in them,
were seized.

Numerous original docu-
ments, including birth certifi-
cates, MyKad believed to belong
to the children’s biological moth-
ers, maternal and child health
record books and blank registra-
tion documents from the Nation-
al Registration Department, were
also seized.

Kumar said investigations were
launched after an international
agency alerted police to footage
and pictures of the children en-
gaged in sexual acts posted on
the dark web and Telegram.

Following that, police formed a
task force comprising the Sexual,
Women and Child Investigation
Division (D11), Johor D11 and the
Malaysia Internet Crime Against
Children unit.

Kumar said the suspect, a tech-
nician, was arrested after police
found on his mobile phone dozens
of videos and hundreds of pic-
tures of children believed to have
been sexually assaulted.

However, he did not disclose
the exact date of the suspect's
arrest.

In follow-up investigations,
raids were carried out in Johor,

Selangor and Penang, leading to
the arrests of the 10 other sus-
pects.

They comprised two Indonesian
men, four women, a Myanmar
man and two Malaysian women
aged between 25 and 60.

Another person arrested was a
woman of Suluk descent, whose
nationality has yet to be deter-
mined.

The women, Kumar said, had
been hired as babysitters, while
the roles of the men were still
under investigation.

The 10 suspects were released
on police bail.

11.30am in June and again in a
house in Taman Meranti between
noon and 12.30pm on Aug 23.

The three others were charged
with raping the same victim at the
same house between 1lam and
3.30pm on Aug 23.

Sayyran Kumar also claimed
trial to raping another 12-year-old
girl at the same house between
11.30am to noon on the same day.

The four were charged under
Section 376(1) of the Penal Code
for rape which carries a jail term
of up to 20 years and whipping,
upon conviction.

Deputy public prosecutor
Norazhihah Asmuni asked for
bail to be set at RM30,000 and an
order for the accused to stay away
from the victims and witnesses.

Sayrran Kumar and Niressh’s
lawyer in seeking for lower bail
said his clients, both mechanics,
suffer from medical conditions

and come from poor families.

Kumar’s lawyer also pleaded
for a lower bail as his client was
not a flight risk as he has his own

rt business. The accused,
he added, also had to provide for
his wife and four chil

His client he said also suffered
from end stage renal failure and
had to undergo dialysis treatment
thrice a week.

Thineshvaran’s lawyer also
asked for a lower bail as his client
was a lorry driver who provides
for his wife and two children.

Sessions Court judge Surita
Budin set bail at RM10,000 with
one surety for each charge for the
three older suspects while Niressh
Pillai, was offered RMS5,000.

She also allowed the other
order sought by the prosecution.

The court fixed Oct 15 for men-
tion.
